Pat Yale, a travel writer who wrote for Lonely Planet’s
“Turkey” for ten whole years. What looked like it
would be completed in a year ended up taking three
years due to Istanbul being a “Place of Confusion”.

The duo covered 15,600 kilometers of ground,
sometimes on foot and sometimes using different
transport. More than 50 photographers contributed to
the photos shot. They tried to select the best from
32,000 photos. They used 3,000 photographs,
illustrations, maps, gravures, miniatures and historical
photographs in the 650-page book. Aside from
historical and touristic places, they visited close to 2,000
spaces like restaurants, cafes, bars, shops, hotels,
nightclubs and public baths and relayed their
observations on paper. They got lost as they went
deeper into the city and discovered much more as they
got lost. Istanbul gave them secrets you'd never give to
a stranger. When the book finally came to an end, they
saw that it is important to experience Istanbul as
opposed to just live in it. They paid back their debt of
gratitude to Istanbul for opening its soul for three
whole years and dedicated the book to this city that
they feel is the world’s most beautiful.
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
